VII. In-service training modules – we have scheduled all of the modules’ sessions.  Per policy CD is required to offer these.  We are doing so.  Only ½ of in-service training can be obtained from outside sources.  Half must be these modules.  Foster parents are encouraged to look over the titles of the sessions and at their next quarterly visit with their Family Development Specialist, update their Family Development plan to incorporate at least 5 sessions over the next 2 years.  We also encourage attendance at these meetings for the CD sharing information and the networking opportunity among you.

IX. Subsidy – no backdating, If an authorized service expires and is not renewed in advance, the date will not be backdated. There will be a lapse in the service that CD will not be responsible for paying.  CD will no longer offer a “backdated” agreement/attachment to cover the period of time for which services were paid not covered by an agreement/attachment – it will be considered an overpayment that they will be asked to pay back.  Nor will be backdate to be able to go back and pay for services not covered by an agreement/attachment that they paid for out of pocket.
X. Subsidy Declination statement – any adoptive parent or guardian declining subsidy will be asked to sign a statement to this effect for CD records.

XI. Respite providers – CD now has a means to pay for the Criminal Background checks.  These will have to be redone every 2 years now, just as licensed foster parents.    So, if anyone has a possible resource for this who didn’t follow through because of this cost, you might want to approach them again.
