b. I went to the web site and found that Applicants must 
1. Have been in foster care for one consecutive year at the time of their 18th birthday or high school graduation OR Have been adopted or taken into legal guardianship out of foster care after their 16th birthday OR Have lost both parents to death before the age of 18 and not been subsequently adopted. In this instance, copies of the death certificates must be provided... (there are 2 additional requirements.)
 

So, if a child leaves foster care through adoption or legal guardianship after their 16th birthday, they can qualify.

III. Recent news events (shooting in Bollinger County)


a. If you feel like you are having issues with a foster child, do not hesitate to contact the case worker, if you don't get help there then contact their supervisor. If you still feel like your problem is not being address then please contact Liz Stewart, Tina Merritt or Peggy Bowman. 

b. Make sure that you are following all weapons and chemical storage procedures. The children should not have access to these things.

IV. In-service Training


A. Remember we are offering the in-service training modules. While we have not been able to offer these in the past we are doing so now.

B. Half of your training ours for Re-licensure must come from these trainings so we are expecting a better attendance than we have seen in the last few months.  

C. If you attend enough of these trainings per year to achieve the required number of hours it will take 6 years to get through all of the trainings.


D. After you have attended all the trainings it is expected that you can start them over and receive a refresher of information you have already learned. 

E.These trainings will help you to grow and expand your knowledge in these areas. It will expand on what you initially learned in STARS training.

F. These training sessions are also a good opportunity to network, share and learn from other foster parents.

G. If you sign up for a session and are then unable to attend, please contact your resource worker ahead of time if possible, if not please let us know the following work day.
